Brigitte Spiegeler, basta fotograf ve resim olmak iizere farkli disiplinlerde
calisan Hollandali bir gérsel sanatgidir. Hukuk diplomasini aldiktan
sonra, The Hague- Royal Sanat Akademi'sinde egitimine devam etmis ve
Giizel Sanatlar béliiminden mezun olmugtur.

Spiegeler daha cok sadece beynimizde isleyen hayali bir zaman
olgusu Gzerine calisir: kendi deyimiyle, zamansiz bir zaman. Bu zaman
kavraminda bazi anilar ve detaylar zaman zaman ortaya cikip kaybolur,
hafiza her zaman simdi buradadir, ama ayni zamanda sonsuz bir uzaklikta
ve elle tutulamazdir (hafiza, zamanin iginde kayip haldedir).

BRIGITTE SPIEGELER

Brigitte Spiegeler is a Dutch visual artist who works in various disciplines
and mostly photography and painting. After getting her degree in law,
she had continued her studies in the Royal Academy of Arts in The Hague,
graduating with a degree in Fine Art.

Spiegeler's works are about an imaginary time which only exists in our
minds: in her words, a time without a time, vague with some details
popping up, the memory is now, right here, but at the same time endlessly
far away, intangible (the memory is in a lost time).

In May 2012, the artist met audience with her solo exhibition "Byzantine
Blue" in ART350 Art Gallery, Bagdat Street in which she presented images
captured with a pinhole camera in a square and on the parts of the image
the blue colour was applied in the form of crude pigment. These photos
were taken in Istanbul and were the reflections of different traditions,
places and the stories-legends of the city.

In 2013, ART350 has attended the 8th Contemporary Istanbul Art Fair by
representing two artists, one of them being Spiegeler, and the prominent
works that she had presented in "Byzantine Blue (2012)" were displayed
in the art fair including other recent ones.

Brigitte Spiegeler still works between Netherlands and Turkey, and she
now presents her solo exhibition "Tracing the Locus" in ART350.

TRACING THE LOCUS



Mekanlarin izinde

Brigitte Spiegeler'in yeni kisisel sergisi ‘Mekanlarin izinde', farkli tilke, sehir ve mekanlardaki bireysel yolculuklarinin somut bir
yansimasi niteligini tagiyan islerden olusuyor.

Spiegeler hareket ediyor; bir mekdndan digerine, yerin ruhunun arayisinda ve ayni zamanda 'yer- olmayan’ mekanlarin izinde
bir yolculuk striiyor. Marc Auge'un deyimiyle bir yer tarihsel ya da iliskili olarak tanimlanamiyorsa, belli bir kimlik kalibina
sokulamiyorsa, o yer iliskisiz, tarihsiz ve kimliksiz oldugundan dolayi bir ‘yer-olmayan’ anlami tagimaktadr.

Post modern diinyada, hareket olanaklarimizin artmasiyla birlikte mekanla iliskilerimiz de hizlanmig ve iligkisizlesmis durumda.
"Yer-olmayan' mekanlar ise bu post-modernitenin yarattigi ve hizlanma olgusuyla yakindan iligkili bir tanim haline gelmekte.
Spiegeler, bu gecici mekanlarin ‘yer' denilecek kadar anlamli ve karakteristik olmadigini belirterek kendi fotograflarinda onlar
somutlagtinyor; bir istasyon, bir motor yolu, bir gecit veya bir otel odasi olarak. Buralarda bulunan veya yollan kesisen insanlar
birbirleriyle iligkisiz gibi gériinse de, aslinda amaclari bakimindan birbirleriyle ve hatta o mekanlara yakin iliski kuruyor.

Yer-olmayan bu mekanlarin bir ruhu olmadigini diisiinenler muhakkak olabilir, fakat Spiegeler'm igne delikli kamerasiyla cekilen
fotograflan tam tersini gostermektedir. Bu fotograflar gdrdiigiinde izleyici, bir yandan ‘yerin ruhu’ kavramini bir yandan da cogu
fotografin bu tipik yer-olmayan mekanlarda gerceklestirildigini fark edecek ve hissedecektir.

Spiegeler, kendi arayisini Gaston Bachelard'in ‘Mekanin Siirselligi’ kitabindan bir alintiyla 6zdeglestirmektedir; “Biz hicbir zaman
gercek tarihgiler olamayiz, ama sair olmaya her zaman daha yakiniz; ve bizim duyqularimiz biyiik olasilikla kaybedilmis bir siirin
disavurumundan bagka bir sey degil.”

Sanatglya gore birmekan sadece bir 'yer' olarak tanimlanacak kadar basit degil; fiziksel gercekligi olan bircok somut dgeden olugan,
sekli, dokusu ve renkleri olan ve bunlarin hepsiyle olusan bir ¢evrenin /muhitin atmosferini ve karakterini olusturan bir kavram. Bu
atmosferdir ki, benzer ve hatta 6zdes islevleri ve farkli konumlari olan mekanlari, kendi essiz kiiltirel ve cevresel kosullarricerisinde
somutlastirmaya olanak sa§lamaktadir.

Spiegeler bize giinlik hayatimizin mekanlarini gésteriyor. Giinliik hayat telasimiz icinde belli sokaklardan, yerlerden geciyor
ve belki de o yerlerin karakterlerinin hayatimizi ve duygulanmizi nasil etkiledigini pek diisinmuyoruz. Durup disiindii§gimiiz
zaman ise 0 mekanlarin bizim duygu, hareket ve hislerimizle var olan, atmosferde bizimle yasayan birer organizma oldugunu fark
ediyoruz.

Bir igne delikli kamera cekiyor ve zamansiz bir goriintii yakaliyor; o mekani gorsel olarak bizim tim hareketlerimizi, ge¢mis ve
gelecegimizi ve bazen de yaratici sanatgl ruhumuzu yansitiyor- bu goriintilerin bir cagdag sanat sergisinde bir araya gelmesi
ve yeniden bir form olusturmasi gibi. Yagadigimiz deneyimlerin yansimasi ve zamansizligi Spiegeler'in kamerasi ve hisleriyle
yeniden canlaniyor; sanat¢inin énderliginde, zamansiz ve yer-olmayan bir atmosferde, mekanlann izini adim adim siiriiyoruz...

Tracing the Locus

Brigitte Spiegeler's new solo exhibition ‘Tracing the Locus' shows the material result of her voyages between countries, cities,
spaces and diverse localities.

Spiegeler is moving; from one place to another and searching to depict the ‘genius loci’ (the protective spirit of a place) as well as
the 'non-places’, in Marc Auge's description, “if a place can be defined as relational, historical and concerned with identity, then a
space which cannot be defined as relational, or historical, or concerned with identity will be a non-place.”’

In our post-modern world, we move faster and our relations with places could be defined as disconnected; the non-places are the
places of supermodernity and the world that moves faster day by day. Spiegeler uses these places of transcience that in a certain
way do not hold enough significance to be regarded as ‘places’ in her photos; a station, a motorway, an alley or a hotel room might
appear as a captured image. People who take place or take action in these places have no connection except of their purposes, and
by this, they create an indirect connection with each other and also with these places.

Although one might think that a non-place does not have a genius loci, Spiegeler's pinhole photographs show otherwise. As you
see these images made by the artists, you are aware of the genius loci, yet at the same time most of the pinhole photographs are
taken from typical non-places.

Ina way, as the artist describes, she is in a search like Gaston Bachelard mentioned in his book 'The Poetics of Space’; “IWe are never
real historians, but always near poets, and our emotion is perhaps nothing but an expression of a poetry that was lost.”

A place, according to Spiegeler, is not very simple as a locality, but consists of concrete things which have material substance; a
shape, texture and colour, for instance. These all together form the environments' whole character or its atmosphere.

Itisin thisvery atmosphere, which allows certain places with similar or even identical functions, to embody very different properties,
in accordance with its unique cultural and environmental conditions.

Spiegeler shows us the places of our everyday lives. We pass through the streets, the areas, the spaces that we never think of their
identities or functions in the daily rush of our lives. When we stop and think about the effects of these spaces on our feelings,
expressions and emotional status, these places become living organisms together with us in the atmosphere.

A pinhole camera clicks and captures a timeless image; that very space is the unique visual form of all our experiences, past and
future actions, and sometimes our artistic creative souls, as we see these images in the production of a contemporary art exhibition.
A reflection of the experience and timelessness comes into being thanks to Spiegeler's camera and emotions; we trace the locus
step by step, with the artist leading us in a timeless placeless atmosphere. ..
